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  The basic needs of 
butterflies are simple:
      food, water,
 sunlight, and shelter

Food:  Butterþ ies need nectar
producing plants to feed the adult 
butterþ ies. They also need host plants 
for the butterþ ies to lay their eggs 
and for the caterpillars to eat.

Water:  Butterþ ies prefer to drink from 
puddles. You can create a butterþ y puddle 
by placing a shallow dish full of sand on 
the ground and keeping it moist.

Sunlight:  Butterþ ies need sunlight to be 
active. Plant nectar producing plants in 
the sun.

Shelter:  Butterþ ies need shelter to roost 
for the night. They also need protection 
from the wind and the rain. Shrubs, vines, 
fences, trees, and butterþ y houses are all 
good shelters.

If you want butterflies, do not
 use pesticides in your garden!
